Burgundy

Burgundy wines (French: Bourgogne
or Vin de Bourgogne) are produced in
Burgundy region of eastern France, in the
slopes west of the Sadne River, a tributary
of the Rhone. The most famous wines
produced there are red wines made from
Pinot Noir grapes or white wines made
from Chardonnay grapes. There are also
other grape varieties such as Gamay
and Aligoté. Small amounts of rosé and
sparkling wines are produced in the
region. Chardonnay-dominated Chablis
and Gamay-dominated Beaujolais are
formally part of Burgundy wine region,
but wines from those subregions are
usually referred to by their own names
rather than as “Burgundy wines”.

Its international export market
includes “old world” wine-producing countries such as France, Italy
and Spain. There is also a significant domestic market for Australian
wines: Australians consume over 400 million litres of wine per year.
The wine industry contributes to the Australian economy through
production, export, employment, and tourism.
